Tom F. reports that work on the wall @ Field #1 began on 8-
14.Concrete will be poured on 8-22 to complete work. Dave B.
reports that approx. $6000 in materials have been spent to date. 36
Bricks have been sold @ $50 per to date. With concession
improvements completed, approx. $8500 has been allocated.
Cincinnati Bell has approved the moving of fence near field #2 up to
18" of the tree. Tom F. will gather bids for removal and
replacement of fence. Dave B. will work on plan to estimate how
many bricks will be needed to complete sidewalk for Field #2. Alex
H. spoke with Paul Beltsos in regards to treatment of fields. Paul is
a parishioner and has managed softball fields for many years and
would be willing to meet with members to discuss and educate on
protocol for preserving the field conditions and minimize costs.

Mike R. reports, thru baseball season, concessions show $1145 in the
red. Sign costs ($500) and worker costs ($700). Discussions to
continue of cutting paid workers to continue next meeting.

Current Balance: $45,221.70. No outstanding payables. Board
approves of $11,331.00 Tithe to St.A Parish from 2009 Festival
revenue. Based on current operating budgets, A.Club is showing
deficit of $38,000 ending May 2010.

Per Shawn.H and Michelle I. report : Revenue 113,314

Expenses: 71,891. Net to Athletic Club after 10% Parish Tithe:
$30,092. Shawn provided Profit Loss Detail statement to all
attended for review and was noted. Discussion about evaluation of
each aspect of festival to determine changes in the future to
increase revenue will continue in future meetings.
